1. Ms. Terry called the meeting to order at 5:35 PM, stating “The notice requirements of the New Jersey Open Public Meetings Law have been satisfied by forwarding a news release to the Asbury Park Press on January 4, 2014, stating that a meeting of the Colts Neck Historical Preservation Committee would be held on April 1, 2014 at 5:30 PM, at the Town Hall. The notice requirements have been posted on the Township bulletin board and a copy is on file in the Office of the Township Clerk.” Mrs. Fournier then led the Salute to the Flag.
2. On a motion by Mr. Rizzuto and seconded by Mrs. Morello, the minutes of the March 4, 2014 meeting were accepted as submitted.

3. Ms. Terry reported that Mrs. Burry is home ill, but has sent the following report:


Mrs. Burry reported that repainting of the Welcome to Colts Neck sign for Five Point Road has been completed and the sign returned to the Township. Mrs. Burry further reported that the bronze highway marker for the Old Grange has been completed and delivered. The weather has finally warmed enough to have both signs installed. Garrett Thompson and Harold Kilbride are invited to the installation.

4. Mrs. Kolnoski reported on the Lions Club bicycle tour of Colts Neck on June 21. It will commence at 8 AM and run throughout the day until 6 PM. The Committee is providing content for the tour booklet. The tour will start from Bucks Mill Park, where various organizations will have tables for display and fund raising. Mrs. Kolnoski suggested that the Committee have a table, and Mrs. Baker suggested that the members of “Operation Preservation” (Molly Osmulski, Riya Patel and Kaitlyn Calogero) assist there on the day of the tour. Mrs. Osmulski will ask about their possible interest in this project.
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5. Mrs. Kolnoski reported that she had spoken with Ed Brock, who wants to participate in some landscaping at Montrose School. The members of Operation Preservation want to plant flowers around the flagpole at the School. Ms. Terry has Julie MacGowan’s original landscape plan and a list of historically appropriate plants, and will work with Mrs. Kolnoski, Mr. Brock, and the Operation Preservation members. Mr. Rizzuto remarked that the fence is still down, a lot of debris remains from the accident, and that there is damage to the siding, as though a piece of debris had flown into it. Mr. Schatzle will report this to Bob Bowden. Mrs. Kolnoski noted that the replacement of the fence should await the landscaping, as Mr. Brock wants to plant a tree in memory of his grandson, and heavy equipment will need access. Mr. Morello remarked there is backsplash on the School from the bare earth at the foundation.
6. The House Tour has been rescheduled to October 11. Mrs. Morello requested that she personally invite the Old St. Mary’s homeowner to the Spring Reception. Mr. Rizzuto offered to be at the Montrose School for that day. Mrs. Kolnoski offered to take responsibility for publicity. Ms. Rippa offered to design floral décor. Mrs. Feury had offered, by email, to be responsible for getting hosts and hostesses.

On a motion by Mr. Rizzuto, seconded by Mrs. Fournier, a unanimous vote called for hosting the Molly Pitcher re-enactor from American History Theater at the Primary School in the autumn.
7. Ms. Terry reported that Laura Ciccone has agreed to host the Spring Reception at her home on May 18, and her husband will cook for the assembly. Mrs. Engel remarked that Committee members should bring something nonetheless; perhaps a dessert and a bottle of wine. With Mrs. Burry’s approval, Ms. Rippa will call Mrs. Ciccone and coordinate with her. Mrs. Fournier, Mrs. Morello and Mrs. Wilson will assist Ms. Rippa with arrangements. Mrs. Morello will send invitations.
8. Mr. Schatzle reported that the municipal portion of property taxes will remain almost flat, with a tiny increase of 1.1 cent, due to the cost of snow removal after 16 separate storms this winter. However, the regional school district portion could rise significantly. Mr. Schatzle reported that he has been working with Thom Hennessy on the celebration of the 50th anniversary of Township Hall.

9. Mrs. Osmulski reported that the members of Operation Preservation held a badge-earning event at Montrose School for Boy Scouts; gave presentations to freshman classes and to senior seminars on the history of the North American Phalanx; attended Marlboro Girl Scouts’ International Night Event and explained their activities and plans to them; and posted various historic facts in history classrooms each day.
10. On a motion by Mrs. Kolnoski and seconded by Mrs. Wilson, the meeting was adjourned at 6:35
 PM. The next meeting will be on May 6, 2014, at 5:30 PM at Township Hall. All present wished Mrs. Burry a speedy recovery.
