ORDINANCE 2014-6

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF COLTS NECK IN THE COUNTY OF MONMOUTH
AND THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 102,
ARTICLE X, SECTION 102-112 ENTITLED D, LIGHT INDUSTRIAL ZONE AND RETITLING
AND REZONING SECTION 102-112 AS D, DISTILLERY AND BOTTLING PLANT DISTRICT

WHEREAS, on April 23, 1997 the Colts Neck Township Committee amended in its entirety
Chapter 102, Development Regulations of the Code of the Township of Colts Neck; and

WHEREAS, the Township of Colts Neck is continuously and closely involved in the planning
and development process in the Township; and

WHEREAS, one of the purposes of planning is to review the Township’s policies and
Development Regulations based on best available information and past experiences and to adopt
regulations to guide the use of lands in a manner that promotes the public good and general public
welfare; and

WHEREAS, the Master Plan Re-examination Report adopted on February 9, 2010 finds that
the D, Light Industrial Zone consists of a single owner who’s primarily use is a bottling plant with
associated manufacturing and processing of various domestic spirits, and

WHEREAS, the Master Plan Re-examination Report adopted February 9, 2010 finds that the
D, Light Industrial Zones allows a variety of more intense activities as principal permitted uses which
are not consistent with the Township’s long term plans such as: experimental testing and research
establishments, all types of industrial fabrication and processing operations or trucking operations; and

WHEREAS, the Master Plan Re-examination Report adopted February 9, 2010 recommends
the listing of permitted uses and schedule of yard area and building requirements be reviewed to
remove these more intense uses and to retain activities consistent with the historical use of the
property; and

WHEREAS, 40:55D-65a of the Municipal Land Use Law authorizes a Zoning Ordinance to
limit and restrict buildings and structures to specified districts and regulate buildings and structures
according to their type, nature and extent of their use; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Colts Neck finds that it is in the
interest of the public and general public welfare to discourage more intense large scale industrial,
research or employment centers and to rezone the property to maintain limited light industrial activity
consistent with the historical use of the property due to the Township agricultural character, lack of
public utilities and low density residential base.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of
Colts Neck, County of Monmouth, State of New Jersey follows: (additions to text indicated by
underline, deletions to text indicated by strikeeut).

SECTIONI That Section 102-4 Definitions is hereby amended and supplemented to add the
following new definitions:

Microbrewery — An establishment engaged in brewing malt alcoholic beverages for sale and
distribution to wholesalers and retailers licensed in accordance with the State Alcoholic Beverage Law.

Warehouse — A building or group of buildings used for the long term storage of goods and materials by
the owner of the goods or operated for a specific commercial establishment.

SECTION II That Section 102-11 Conditional Uses is hereby amended and supplemented to add the
following new Sections:

C. Professional Office Buildings in the D, Distillery and Bottling Plant District
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Professional office buildings may be permitted as a conditional use in the D

Distillery and Bottling Plant District provided that the use and/or structures shall

adhere to the following,

Purpose. The purpose of Professional Office Buildings in the D, Distillery and

Bottling Plant District is to foster a traditional small town scale of development

and to minimize large scale office parks, strip commercial development,

regional shopping centers or large trip generating uses. It is the intent to require

maximum attention to proper site design. including the size and locations of

structures and parking areas

roper ingress and egress, and developing an

internal street system. Professional office building shall be designed to

minimize impacts to natural resources, environmentally sensitive features and be

compatible with natural foliage. soils, contours, drainage patterns, and avoid

visual intrusion and performance nuisances upon adjacent properties.

When Professional Office Complex development occurs, it should be designed
to achieve the following planning principals:

l®

Creation of a small scale development found in traditional neighborhood
commercial districts

Provide open space for civic functions, screening of the development and
preserving envirommentally sensitive features

Use of small building footprints and multiple buildings rather than large
buildings

Establish a harmony in building materials, colors, windows, rooflines,
signage, lighting, fencing and other improvements by sharing a common
colonial architectural theme.

Buildings should follow a traditional colonial form. Emphasis should be
placed on facade details. Doors and windows should contain transoms,
side lights, fan lights, keystones, decorative lintel, shutters and awnings.
Building facades should contain columns, cornices, quoins, dentils
medallions, pilasters and porticos.

Promote pedestrian circulation throughout the professional office
buildings to allow travel from one building to another without the use of
automobiles. A pedestrian realm lined with landscaping should be

established along roads, access isles and parking areas. Sidewalks

paths, crosswalks and other pedestrian areas should consist of brick or
pavers laid in decorative patterns.

Purpose — The purpose of permitting Flex space is to fulfill a need that serves

local small businesses with a low intensity use without detriment to surrounding

roperties.

Flex space may be permitted as a conditional use in the D. Distillery and

Bottling Plant District provided that the use and/or structures shall adhere to the

following.

Indoor Recreational and Training Facilities in the D, Distillery and Bottling Plant

devoted to storage or warehouse use

Purpose — The purpose of permitting indoor recreational and training facilities in
the D-Distillery and Bottling Plant District is to fulfill an active recreational
need while complementing the existing outdoor recreational facilities located at
adjoining Dorbrook Recreational Area. The intent is to promote an adaptive
reuse of the existing structures and facilities to minimize environmental impacts
to the Swimming River Reservoir, a category one waterbody resulting from
increased impervious surfaces. The goal is to provide a year round recreational
ractice and training facility to support the recreational activities occurring at

Dorbrook Recreation Area on a seasonal basis. Emphases must be placed on
minimizing traffic impacts to Laird Road and County Route 537. A small scale

practice and athletic training facility with limited competitive games is
encouraged. A large scale recreational facility with multiple games and
children’s parties occurring simultaneously or consecutively on the same day is
not envisioned.

Indoor recreational and training facilities may be permitted as a conditional use
in the D-Distillery and Bottling Plant District provided that the use and/or
structures shall adhere to the following:

o

The use shall adhere to the standards of the D, Distillery and Bottling
Plant District or the following standards, whichever is more restrictive.

b. Permitted uses. Adult and children year round athletic activities and
sports academies to provide instruction, training and practice in field and
court sports such as: baseball, soccer, football, softball, basketball,
volleyball, ice skating, hockey, lacrosse, field hockey, gymnastics and
swimming. The facility may provide training for a variety of sports.
However, spectator seating shall be limited to a maximum of 100
permanent seats such as retractable bleachers, tiered seating, etc. for the
entire facility. Folding chairs or portable benches shall not be considered
as permanent seating,

Accessory uses may include a maximum 1,000 s.f. snack bar, a
maximum retail sales area for related sports and fitness items of 1,000
s.f. and management offices. Amusement devices shall be limited to a
maximum of five machines.

g. All patrons and/or employee vehicles must be parking in an approved,
designated, paved parking space. Off-street parking requirements for the
facility shall be as follows:

1) Indoor recreational and training facilities: two spaces per 1,000
s.f. minimum, three spaces per 1,000 s.f. maximum




2) Qutdoor, court or field: ten spaces per court or field minimum,
twenty spaces per court or field maximum

b. Application for a recreational and training facility shall require a traffic
study that will address traffic flow and off-street parking requirements.

The study shall be based on traffic counts and parking counts obtained

from two separate similar size and type of facilities over a full week per
facility. Traffic counts shall not be limited to typical a.m. or p.m. peaks
but shall include all times of day including special events. The traffic
study must demonstrate that the proposed improvements will result in a
zero degradation to the existing level of service during any period of
time to County Route 537, Laird Road and the County Route 537/Laird
Road intersection.

The exterior of all building elevations facing County Route 537 or Laird
Road shall be treated with brick, stone, decorative masonry, wood siding,
vinyl siding or synthetic siding. No metal facades shall be visible from a
public street. The use of “bubble type” buildings shall be prohibited.

SECTION III That Section 102-41 Zoning Map is hereby amended to retitle and rezone the D, Light
Industrial District as the D, Distillery and Bottling Plant District. ‘

SECTION IV The Section 102-112, D, Light Industrial District is hereby re-titled and amended and
supplemented as follows:

Distillery and Bottling Plant District

Purpose. The purpose of the D, Distilleries and Bottling Plant District is to previde-for
i teht i acknowledge existing historic structures and historic land
uses. The standards are intended to require maximum attention to proper site designing,
including the location of structures and parking areas, proper ingress and egress,
developing of an interior street system, erosion control, architectural design,
landscaping and the compatibility of any proposal with the natural foliage, soils,
contours, drainage patterns and the need to avoid visual intrusions and performance
nuisances upon adjacent residences or residential zones. It is intended that existing
foliage, and natural features and existing structures be retained and enhanced in relation
to the site as well as the surrounding area.

Principal permitted uses on the land and in buildings. The following shall be permitted
as principal uses:

@) Professional, medical and general Offiees-and-office-buildings only as a
conditional use after application to, review by and approval by the approving
authority. See §102-11

(5)  Distilleries, bottling plants, and microbreweries and associated manufacturing
and processing operations.

(6) Assisted living facilities subject to the requirements of the B1A District (see




Section 102-111 for requirements) and the B-1A Schedule of Limitations (see
Section 102-114 for requirements).

Flex space — defined as a maximum 3,000 s.f. combined warehouse/office space
for local contracting businesses such as electricians, plumbers, roofers, etc. only
as a conditional use after application to, review by, and approval by the
approving authority. See Section 102-11.

Indoor recreational and training facilities only as a conditional use after
application to, review by and approval by the approving authority. See 102-11

Climate control self storage facilities.

Public utilities and-private-helistops are permitted only as a conditional use;
see 102-11 and102-1H16.

Temporary construction trailers and one temporary sign, nonlighted and not
exceeding 30 s.f. in area for each of two sides and not exceeding eight feet in
height, advertising the prime contractor, subcontractor(s), architect, financing
institution and similar data for the period of construction beginning with the
issuance of a construction permit and concluding with the issuance of a
certificate of occupancy or one year, whichever is less, provided that said trailer
and sign are on the site where construction is taking place.

Limited outdoor storage areas for material and equipment which are incidental
to the main use of the lot are permitted as accessory uses to the main-industrial
principal use on the lot. Such storage areas shall be screened from view of
adjacent properties by screening with adequate walls, fences, landscaping or a
combination of these elements, such screening to be approved as part of the site
plan.

Off-street loading and unloading shall be located in side and rear yards only.
All loading areas shall be screened from the street by decorative masonry or
brick walls or massed conifers at least five feet in height and providing an all-
season screen.

Each space shall be located so that any vehicles being loaded or unloaded or
maneuvering into a loading space do not interfere with any other parking or
loading spaces, driveway, aisle, fire lane or street right-of-way. All loading and
unloading shall take place on the building site.

There shall be at least one trash and garbage pickup location provided for each
building by either a location within the building or in a pickup location outside
the building which shall be steel-like, totally enclosed and located in a manner to
be obscured from view from parking areas, streets and adjacent residential uses
or zoning districts by a fence, wall, planting or combination thereof. If located
within the building, the doorway may serve both the loading and trash/garbage
functions. If a container is used for trash/garbage functions and is located
outside the building, it may be located adjacent to or within the loading space,
provided that the container in no way interferes with or restricts loading and
unloading functions.

One loading space is required for every 10,000 square feet or fraction thereof of
gross floor area for warehousing, indoor storage, shipping and receiving, plus,
one space shall be provided for every 20,000 square feet or fraction thereof of
gross floor area for research;-testing-and-experimental-uses the distillery and
bottling plant or microbrewery and associated and manufactaring; fabrication

and processing operations. shall-be-provided.

Signs. Only signs related to the use on the premises are permitted, in accordance with
the following;:

Directional signs may be permitted as approved on the site plan and are not
considered part of the maximum sign area.



2) One externally illuminated freestanding sign may be erected along a street right-
of-way. It must not be more than eight feet high, with not more that 50 square
feet in area for each of two sides, and shall be set back from the future street
right-of-way at least 10 feet.

3) One externally illuminated attached sign may be permitted, provided that the
area of the sign does not exceed the equivalent of 5% of the area of the wall on
which it is attached or 180 square feet, whichever is smaller, and the top of the
sign is not higher than the base of the roof.

@) All other sign requirements shall be in accordance with the requirements in

§102-123, Signs.

’) See §102-123C for seasonal decorations requirements.

L Recyclable material storage. For each site plan application for-industrial-developments,
the applicant shall provide an estimate of the quantity of mandated recyclable materials

(including but not limited to newspaper, glass bottles, aluminum cans, tin and bimetal

can, high-grade paper and corrugated cardboard) that will be generated by the

development during each week. A separated storage area must be provided to
accommodate a one-week to four-week accumulation of recyclable material. The
approving authority may require the location of one or more common storage areas at
convenient locations within the development.

SECTION VI Severability. If any section, paragraph subsection, clause or provision of this ordinance
shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to the section, paragraph,
subsection, clause or provision so adjudged and the remainder of this ordinance shall be
deemed valid and effective.

SECTION VII Repealer. The remainder of all other sections and subsections of the aforementioned

CAPITAL ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR VARIOUS CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS AND THE PURCHASE OF VARIOUS CAPITAL
EQUIPMENT, AND APPROPRIATING $296,100 THEREFOR, AUTHORIZED
IN AND BY THE TOWNSHIP OF COLTS NECK, IN THE COUNTY OF
MONMOUTH, STATE OF NEW JERSEY

WHEREAS, the Township Committee of the Township of Colts Neck, in the

Section 1. The improvements described in Section 2 of this ordinance are
hereby authorized as general capital improvements to be undertaken in and by the
Township of Colts Neck, in the County of Monmouth, New Jersey (the “Township™).
For the improvements or purposes described in Section 2, there is hereby appropriated
$296,100.00 from the Township’s Capital Improvement Fund.

Section 2. The improvements hereby authorized to be undertaken consist of:

i) Road improvements, with a total appropriation and estimated cost of
$38,800;

i) Town Hall and building improvements, $25,600;

iii) Purchase of two marked Police Utility Four Wheel Drive vehicles, with a
total appropriation and estimated cost of $66,000;

iv) Municipal Court improvements, including ballistic shielding, $8,500;

V) Purchase of Police equipment, including mobile radios, radar units,
vehicle computers and printers, with a total appropriation and estimated
cost of $41,800;

vi)  Recreation and Park improvements, with a total appropriation and
estimated cost of $30,000;

vii)  Purchase of computers and related items for various departments, with a
total appropriation and estimated cost of $10,400;

viii)  First Aid Squad uniforms/turnout gear, with a total appropriation and
estimated cost of $16,000;

ix) Public Works Four Wheel Drive vehicle with plow, $40,000;

X) Public Works equipment improvements, including front end loader,
$10,000; and

xi) Public Works GPS System, $9,000.

together with all purposes necessary, incidental or appurtenant thereto, all as
shown on and in accordance with contracts, plans, specifications or requisitions therefor
on file with or through the Township Clerk, as finally approved by the governing body of
the Township.




Section 3. The 2014 capital budget of the Township will conform to the
provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. The resolution

An aggregate amount not exceeding $29,610 for interest on said
obligations, costs of issuing said obligations, engineering costs, legal fees and other items
of expense listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 is included as part of the cost
of said improvements and is included in the estimated cost indicated herein for said
improvements.

Section 5. The Township Attorney and other Township officials and
representatives are hereby authorized to do all things necessary to accomplish the
purposes of the appropriation made herein.

Section 6. This ordinance shall take effect as provided by law.
