On a motion by Mr. Taeschler, seconded by Mr. Kilbride, the minutes of the July 23, 2013 meeting were accepted as submitted.
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Orgo reported that no new business came before the Planning Board. He further noted that the Township Committee has posted a wildlife survey on the Township web site, and urged that everyone complete the survey, to assist the Township in decisions regarding wildlife control.
NEW BUSINESS
Michael Melesurgo Block 21.6, Lot 17, 17 Hialeah Drive, appeared on behalf of his application for a second-story 700 sq. ft. addition over the one-story attached garage of an existing dwelling, and addition of gabled dormers on the second floor along with a gabled pediment above the front entrance.. The siding of the existing structure is of white vinyl and used red brick. The siding of the addition will be white hardiplank. The entire house will get a new grey roof. An existing chimney is faced with used grey brick. The addition will appear seamless and enhance the symmetry of the house. The application is totally conforming. Mr. Oberer will write a report.

James Stavola appeared on behalf of Aaron Feiler, Block 23, Lot 17.2, 88 Montrose Road. Mr. Feiler has submitted an application to construct a 32’ x 48’ pole barn, which will be used primarily for machinery storage. The siding will be tan and the roof of brown metal. The style is that of an old-fashioned 18th century barn. It will not be visible from the road. Mrs. Feury will write a report.
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Richard & Pam Russo, Block 21.5, Lot 1, 193 Laird Road, have submitted an application for an addition to the rear of their home, which was built in 1745. The materials list sent by Charles Hembling indicate that the addition will have cedar clapboard siding, a standing seam metal roof, and Marvin windows with mullions that match the existing windows. Mr. Kilbride noted that previous alterations actually subtracted approximately 60% of the original house. Mr. Taeschler will write a report, with a copy to the Historical Preservation Committee encouraging their review.
Sharpe, Block 7.26, Lot 2, 9 Laurelwood, has submitted a set of elevations for an addition to an existing house, without a materials list or an application. The elevations indicate that one gable will be replaced with a three-window dormer, and another dormer will be added to the front. Mrs. Mordarski wrote and submitted a report, stating that the Board cannot comment on the architectural elements without additional information, including the materials list.

On a motion by Mr. Oberer and seconded by Mrs. Feury, the meeting was adjourned at 8:02 PM. The next meeting will be on Tuesday, September 24, 2013, at 7:00 PM at Township Hall.
